John grew up in Amboy, Illinois attending Franklin Grove High School where
he played football and basketball. Attending the University of Illinois, he
qualified as a walk-on for the Illinois basketball team under the coaching of
Lou Henson. He pledged as a first semester freshman and become a brother
of Sigma Pi. John graduated with a major in Economics. Returning to his alma
mater years later, he received an Executive MBA with honors. John excelled
in his professional career, working 22 years with the Office of the Comptroller
of the Currency both in Illinois and at headquarters in Washington, D.C., and
then as a consultant at PricewaterhouseCoopers. 

John enjoyed watching sports and cheering on his favorite teams – the Cubs,
Bears, Blackhawks, Bulls, and his beloved Illini.
